• It has been claimed that the Russian Revolution and the subsequent 
development of socialist world transformed the basic notions of truth in 
politics, history, anthropology and culture. The global collapse of 
socialism transformed them again. How can these paradigm shifts be 
described from different disciplinary perspectives?
