load in the number of hours agreed to by
the SAS arlministration. Tht:
supervision of students' final
qualification worl< for the duration of
the academic year is counted as: for BA
students - 5 out-of-class hours, for MA
students - 10 out-of-class hours, forr
PhD students - 50 out-of-class hours.
